Teacher professional learning communities focus on knowing, understanding and
responding to their learners in the areas of literacy, numeracy, and social emotional
wellness.

Mindful Me Mondays, students rotate through different sessions that focus on
learning about Mindful Me, Spiritual Me and Physical Me to support student mental
health.
